MATHS

In English, we are following the novel approach to learning and we will be
reading The Boy who Grew Dragons and My Best Friend the Sufragette. Through
this, we will be exploring a range of text types including diary, narrative and
perusuasive speech. In Summer 2 we will be focusing on persusasive letters and

newspaper reports.

In Maths, we will be concluding our unit on fractions. We will begin money,
time, shape and statistics. We will particularly be focusing on our reasoning
guestions to answer more complex questions.

We will also study the human and physical
features within our locality as well as compare
different destinations.

During the summer term, Year 3
will be delving into our print unit, where we will
investigate using and creating printing blocks.
